Parish Council Meeting – 18th July 2005

Open Meeting

Minutes of the previous Meeting

The minutes of the previous meeting were approved and signed as a true record.

Residents Q&A session

J Moore – Asked whether it is possible to have the open session at the end of the meeting as it was felt that there may be issues arising from the minutes on which the residents may wish to comment? It was suggested that a ten minute open session be held at both the beginning and end of meeting.

I Smith expressed concern that the 30 mph signage had still not been replaced. PL suggested that the issue was carried forward to the relevant agenda item. 

I Smith expressed concern that the growth of bushes/hedges in the field opposite the White House was blocking out the light. It was suggested that he make contact with A Baxter to see whether the bushes could be pruned back.    

Speed monitoring

PL updated the meeting on the monitoring exercise that had been conducted in the village by the ERYC Highways speed monitoring unit. In summary the overall volume of traffic is up, the highest speeds being recorded at the east end of the village.

Inspector David Frost had indicated that there would be adhoc checks throughout June but it was felt that momentum had been lost and that the commitment promised by the police had not been forthcoming.

The police had suggested that one way of tackling the speeding problem was to undertake self help activities, for example putting up posters; distributing leaflets; speaking direct to motor cyclists and the proprietor of Sea ways Café however it was felt that Highways should come up with the solutions first.

It was agreed that a small group of residents attend the Police Liaison Meeting on 7th November 2005 and that a follow up (review) meeting be requested with Highways and the Police. PL to contact the required parties.

Matters arising

ERYC Street Scene (works outstanding) 

Despite alerting ERYC to the fact that the 30 mph sign that had been taken away to date it has still not been replaced. Concern was expressed that the recent road works had covered rather than worked round the grit mounds!  PL to contact ERYC to point out the inattention! 

It was noted that a camper that had left litter on GT’s land and it was felt pertinent to pursue the issue of ERYC’s preparedness for Travelers. 

It was noted that the phone box has been re-painted.

Parking on the Village Green

The state of the Village Green continues to be of concern although to a lesser extent in the summer months. The proposed actions agreed at the last meeting had not been pursued. It was therefore agreed that JF/PL contact the Housing Dept of ERYC to see whether they would be prepared to assist in the resolution of the problem. 

It was noted that the edge of the Green adjoining the road continues to be churned up by vehicles parking and passing in wetter weather - no resolution to report.

Village Hall

MW updated the meeting on the Village Hall meeting. Initiatives for fund raising activities were necessary to finance repairs required and ideas were sought. 

Following the success of the Sykes Churches weekend it was suggested that consideration be given to mounting an exhibition of John Mortimor (Archeologist) to celebrate the centenary year of his published works. It was agreed that this initiative be explored at the next PC meeting as a potential fund raising event.

Neighbourhood Watch

MW reported that it had generally been quiet. There has been a change of personnel –Jamie Watson in place of Inspector Frost as noted at the last meeting.

Sykes Churches weekend

It was felt that the Sykes Church weekend was a great success with visitor numbers in excess of a 100 a day which was recognized as being attributed to an excellent team effort that pulled it all together. 

Broadband (update)

IS assessed the use of the village website.  It was felt that the websites generally were not being extensively used.

Broadband is arriving on Wednesday (20th July)- suggested that availability be checked through the web.

Village Web site – it was suggested that a small working group be formed to review any further development of the site and that consideration be given to the provision of a computer resource for the village 

Countryside Rights of Way Act – Open Access

 PL had recently attended a meeting in Beverley and updated the meeting. The decisions on Region 8 are expected in June and a definitive map to be provided in November. Andrew Chudley is the contact for our locality.
