MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING 
The Minutes of the last meeting were approved and signed as a correct records.

MATTERS ARISING

SPEED MONITORING AND TRAFFIC PROBLEMS: the proposal to put chicanes to slow down traffic has been rejected by the East riding of Yorkshire Council, but flashing signs have been provisionally requested. The original speeding restriction plan as proposed by Phil Hiscott (ERYC) was thought to be too intrusive and a new plan was circulated amongst members – with an extended 30mph zone and new pre-40mph zone – and generally approved. However, there is no guarantee that this plan will be carried out but at least we support from local councillors. Also, I Smith passed round drafts of a letter to be sent to local hauliers to draw their attention to the traffic problems experienced by the village.  The following were suggested recipients of the letter: Fridaythorpe feeds, banisters, Fenstones, BF Potatoes, Scholes, Walkers, Clifford watts, BATA. With regards to the motorcycle problem, it was suggested that notices were put up at Seaways and the picnic site.  R Lambert was also keen to keep up the pressure on the police to carry out more frequent speed checks.

STREET SCENE: outstanding work includes Towthorpe signage and Church lane signage and drainage to pond.  The Council have been made aware of the problems with the passing places on Church Hill.  It was also noted that verges on some of the minor roads need attention as they are encroaching on to the roads, and, also, that there is a problem with flooding on the Malton road, close to the border with North Yorkshire. Highways to be contacted about both these problems. As yet there has been no progress with the kerbstones outside the White House. Some concerns have been expressed about travellers, and the Parish Council’s responsibility in such matters. In the event of any problems, it is the land owner’s responsibility to contact the necessary authorities but the Parish Council have a contact number if the need arises.
VILLAGE AND CHURCH YARD TIDY-UP: the need to clear out the pond was discussed and also the need for some warning signs highlighting the dangers.  It was generally agreed that the village pond was a very important asset to the village and moves would be made to make sure the pond thrives – R Lambert agreed to supervise any necessary works. I Smith brought up the possibility of introducing fish into the pond as requested by a villager. After a brief discussion it was, however, felt that this would not be practical and may be detrimental to other pond life.

NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH:R Lambert and M walker attended the last meeting of the Neighbourhood Watch Committee. A meeting of the Police Authority Neighbourhood Panel is to take place on 6 February and the next meeting of the Neighbourhood Watch group is on 7 February at Driffield fire Station. M walker and G Thompson will attend on 7 February.

COUNTRYSIDE AND RIGHTS OF WAY ACT: laminated copies of maps for display in the village have been obtained.

LOCAL RAMBLERS GROUP: P Leese mentioned a 10 mile circular walk he had been arranging to start and end in Fimber on 18 January, which would mean increased car parking in the village on that day.

CORRESPONDENCE

PLANNING APPLICATIONS: Towthorpe Cottage approved subject to compatibility. Craven Cottages (change of use to paddock and erection of a stable) approved.

PLANNING ENFORCEMENT LEAFLET: an effort is being made to try to improve communication between council planning enforcement teams and parish councils. This was noted although it was felt it was more or less what the Parish Council was doing anyway.

PARISH COPUNCIL ACCOUNTS/PRECEPT: J Austin to look through accounts and produce balance. R Lambert proposed and G Thompson seconded that a precept of £800 be requested for year April 2006 to march 2007.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS

VILLAGE FUND RAISING:  a sponsored relay along the Wolds Way in 48 hours or less was discussed. Generally thought that this would be an enjoyable and stimulating way of raising some money for village funds. P Leese and G Thompson to set about organising things.

MORTIMER EXHIBITION: it was felt that public response to such an event may be difficult to gauge and perhaps somewhat limited.
TWILIGHT ‘BUS: a request to help the funding of this service – which brings children back from Driffield School at 5.30pm two nights a week, enabling them to stay behind for clubs and activities – was received. The Parish Council was sympathetic and would consider making a donation when funds permitted.

INTERNET/PUBISHER TERMINAL: I Smith to apply for a grant.

SYKES CHURCHES LEAFLET: I Smith brought up a problem with a leaflet currently in circulation regarding the Sykes churches, of which, Fimber is one. The leaflet mentions that Fimber church is always open and this was seen as a matter of concern. J Megginson to try and sort out any problems with the PCC.

MOLES: attention was drawn to a mole problem in the village and J Megginson offered to try and sort it out.
