Minutes of the Fimber Parish Council AGM held in the 

Village Hall at 10.30 am on Saturday 10 April 2008
.

 The meeting was opened at 10.30 am. There were three residents present to put questions to the Parish Council: J. Austin, J. Mallon, P.Mallon.
PRESENT: P. Leese (Chair), I. Smith (Vice-Chairman), J. Megginson, 

R. Lambert, M. Patterson, M. Walker, E. Lovatt (Clerk).

APOLOGIES: G. Thompson.

Before leaving his role as Chairman, P. Leese reported the death of local resident Stan Potts which had occurred that week. He announced that the funeral would take place on Friday, 18 April 2008 at Sledmere Parish Church.
ELECTION OF CHAIR TO PARISH COUNCIL

P. Leese confirmed his decision to resign from the post of Chairman, with immediate effect. He thanked the members of the Council for their support over the years of his chairmanship, and hoped that the decisions reached were considered objective, and in the best interests of all.
It was proposed by P. Leese and seconded by R. Lambert that I. Smith be elected to the post of Chairman. There being no other nominations, I. Smith was duly elected and took the chair. 

The Parish Council formally thanked P. Leese for the hard work and commitment that he had put in to the work of the Parish Council over the previous five years.( Proposed by I. Smith and seconded by M. Walker.) 

ELECTION OF VICE-CHAIR & HON. TREASURER

It was proposed by R. Lambert and seconded by M. Patterson that G. Thompson be elected (in absentia) to the post of Vice-Chair, and proposed by R. Lambert and seconded by P. Leese that J. Megginson be re-elected as Hon. Treasurer. There being no other nominations, G. Thompson and J. Megginson were duly elected.

MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING
The Minutes of the last meeting, held on 4 December 2007, were accepted and signed. Proposed by M. Walker, seconded by R. Lambert.

MATTERS ARISING: 

Finance & Accounts / Audit Commission:  The Chairman asked that discussion on this item be deferred until P. Leese and E. Lovatt had completed their ongoing work to finalise outstanding issues. They were asked to complete their work within the next four weeks.

Speed Monitoring / Traffic Problems 

Speed Monitoring:

 A re-run of the 2004 / 2005 speed monitoring exercise has been requested from ERYC. To date the Parish Council has not had an official response, but more on-road patrols have been visible recently. P. Leese agreed to liaise with P. Hiscott of ERYC in an attempt to progress the matter.

The Chairman reported that the police force has government targets to meet on casualty rates. 

Traffic Problems:

The Parish Council is seriously worried about the standard of driving on the B1248. There is concern that this may involve employees from the bacon factory, some of whom may have limited experience of driving on local roads. The Chairman undertook to consider an approach to address the situation.

Residents and Parish Council members have seen some improvement in the speed of vehicles through the village on the B1251, but the issue has not been resolved despite recent initiatives. Commuter and HGV traffic raises most concerns during the working week, whilst some bikers constitute an ongoing nuisance at weekends. M. Walker will continue to press the Village’s concerns on this matter at the Police & Partners Community Forum.

Highways Issues:

The Parish Council notes that ERYC Highways have completed the majority of the outstanding items.

P. Leese pointed out that flooding on the B1248 at the county boundary at SE878639 and at SE885634 after heavy rain continues to present a major hazard, and resolution of this item remains outstanding. There is also concern about the state of the B1251 road surface from the Sledmere roundabout eastwards. The Chairman is to contact Dave England from ERYC Highways about these items.

Neighbourhood Watch / Police & Partners Community Forum:

M. Walker reported that there had been some police activity in the Village recently, and that it was clearly stated at the last P&PCF that Fimber would receive significant policing during the summer months. It has to be understood that this activity is specifically targeted at reducing casualties amongst bikers, and is unlikely to affect the other traffic problems identified by members and residents.

Environmental Issues:

The Chairman has contacted ERYC about the perceived dangerous state of a tree opposite West Cottage. 

Website:

There were no comments about the website from members or residents.

PLANNING

To date, one Planning Application has been received this year – 08/00378/PLF. This related to alterations to convert redundant farm buildings into 6 holiday units at Towthorpe. This is an Amended Scheme of Planning Application 05/03389/PLF. 
CORRESPONDENCE

The Parish Clerk circulated a consultation paper from the East Riding of Yorkshire Primary Care Trust: CONSULTATION ON EXTENDING AND ENHANCING ACCESS TO PRIMARY CARE SERVICES.

The Parish Council has to respond to this paper by Thursday, 17 April 2008 which leaves very little time to make a considered reply.

PAYMENTS

The Parish Council is due to pay £40.00 to the Village Hall Committee for the use of the hall for Parish Council meetings.
ANY OTHER BUSINESS

The Chairman reported that Wetwang Post Office had closed despite the considerable efforts of residents from Fimber and surrounding communities to preserve its excellent service.

It was noted that the consultation process regarding the proposal to close Sledmere Fire Station had been extended for a further three months. 

P. Mallon thanked and commended the Parish Council for their level of debate, discussion and action on behalf of the community.

DATES OF FUTURE MEETINGS

Members recognised that holding this year’s AGM on a Saturday had been a success as some residents had attended and had made a positive contribution to the discussions. It was agreed that the next AGM should be held on a Saturday, but ordinary meetings should revert to a weekday evening. Consequently the next meeting of the Parish Council is scheduled for Tuesday, 15 July 2008 at 7.30pm.
