OTHER BUSINESS
Speed Problems in Village – ‘Gateway’ Treatment.

ERYC has issued a proposed design (termed Gateway Treatment) for new road markings through the village at the start points of the 30 and 40mph speed restriction zones.  A plan of the proposed treatment is available on application to the Chairman or Parish Clerk. The work is scheduled to be completed before the end of March 2009.
The village is on the waiting list for the provision of speed activated warning signs.
Speed Problems – Discussion with Police Community Support Officers.
A discussion took place with the two Community Police Officers present as to what further measures could be taken to alleviate the problem of speeding traffic in the village.  After a number of possible measures were discussed it was agreed that the Officers would  try to get the Road Traffic Police to undertake further speed checks, preferably with some of them during the morning rush hour and at 1-2 month intervals to press home the message.  The Officers also agreed to look into the possibility of loaning us speed monitoring equipment for use in the village. 
The problem of dangerous driving, it is believed by local employees, was discussed and the Parish Council asked that police surveillance be carried out along the B1248 road to discourage dangerous practices.
Poaching.
The Officers informed the Parish Council about the role of Farm Watch, an organisation set-up to combat poaching in the area. This is co-ordinated by Gordon Calvert from Kilham (01262 420543). The Officers undertook to provide more information about Farm Watch directly to local farmers.
Parish Precept.
In view of the worsening economic climate it was agreed that the parish precept be maintained at £850.

Telephone Kiosk.
A discussion took place on the question of what action to take if the future of the red telephone box came up for review.  The options would be:-

1 -to adopt the box which would involve purchasing it for the fee of £1, entering into an agreement to maintain it (mainly cleaning and painting) and paying the cost of providing an electricity supply to the lighting in the box from Parish Council funds.
2- To remove the box completely.

The Parish Council unanimously recommends that we retain the box as part of the heritage of the village. 
However, anyone with strong objections to this should contact the Parish Clerk.
First Aid Training – Red Cross.
It was agreed that a trial session be held with the Red Cross following which the Parish Council would discuss further action if necessary.

Cllr. Thompson informed members of a Government initiative to provide local communities with defibrillators for use in emergency situations.

Highway Matters.
Cllr. Megginson reminded the Parish Council that repairs need to be carried out on the road leading to Towthorpe and that attention is still required at the County boundary on the B1248 where there is frequent flooding of the carriageway. Repairs to the B1251 from the roundabout towards Sledmere remain outstanding.
