MINUTES OF MEETING OF FIMBER PARISH COUNCIL & ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

CO-OPTION

Ray Lambert was co-opted to fill the vacancy on the Parish Council – proposed IS, seconded PL.

ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

Ian Smith confirmed his decision to resign from the post of Chairman, with immediate effect. He thanked the members of the Council for their support over the years of his chairmanship.

ELECTIONS

Graham Thompson was elected to the post of Chairman – proposed IS, seconded PL.

Mary Walker was elected to the post of Vice-Chairman – proposed IS, seconded JA.

John Megginson was elected to the post of Hon. Treasurer – proposed RL, seconded GT.

Graham Thompson took the Chair.

On behalf of the Parish Council, Graham Thompson and Peter Leese thanked Ian Smith for his services over the last three years.

MINUTES OF PARISH COUNCIL MEETING 23RD FEBRUARY 2011 

The Minutes were approved – proposed RL, seconded JM.

MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES

Dog Fouling: Ray Lambert confirmed that he had painted signage to warn against dog fouling.

Neighbourhood Watch: Mary Walker reported that a number of drain covers had been stolen on Towthorpe Hill on or around 14 April 2011. There had been prompt action by Highways to make the damaged areas safe.

Residents have been asked to be vigilant because of the threat of horse thieving in surrounding areas.

Police Meeting: Mary Walker and Graham Thompson are to attend the next meeting which is scheduled for 6 June 2011.

Speed Monitoring: The Parish Council is concerned that the promise of speed monitoring training by the local police appears to have been postponed - GT to contact police to urge them to honour this commitment.

Wolds Community Bus Association: The Parish Council representatives have had no contact from the Association.

PLANNING MATTERS 

Fimber Grange Agricultural Development: ERYC formal decision in this matter had been circulated to members.

Gameslack: Whilst the Parish Council accepts that Outline Planning Consent has been given to this development, members are adamant that they must be formally involved in the next stage of the application – PL to contact EYRC Planning to seek formal commitment to such consultation.

Peter Leese, on behalf of Opposition Group, told members that he is to distribute a position statement on the application along with a copy of the ERYC Planning Committee decision. Members have already had the opportunity to comment on the statement, which was well-received.

PAYMENTS 

Village Hall Invoice for room-hire:  £105.00 – proposed JA, seconded JM.

Npower bills for the supply of electricity: £10.65 & £243.44 – proposed PL, seconded RL.

OTHER BUSINESS

Declarations of Acceptance of Office: Members to complete these and the Register of Members Interests as soon as they become available. GT reminded members that Declarations of Expenses have to be submitted by 15 June 2011.

Driffield – Malton Bus Service: Peter Leese explained that the service which is now in operation does now stop at Fimber. He is planning to circulate information on this service to residents subject to Parish Council Approval – proposed MW, seconded RL.

Telephone Box: Members are concerned at the state of the kiosk and are of the opinion that as BT remains responsible it should be urged to effect refurbishment – GT to expedite.

Yew Trees: The Parish council acknowledged Jack Lucas’s concerns about these trees seeding beyond the churchyard, but will seek clarification of the actions requested – GT to contact Mr Lucas.

Horse Chestnut Tree near Car Park: Members expressed concern at the state of this tree – GT to remove.
