FIMBER VILLAGE HALL - 7:15PM – WEDNESDAY 16th MAY 2012

Elections
Graham Thompson elected Chairman – proposed RL/seconded IS
Jayne Austin elected Vice-Chair – proposed GT/seconded IS
John Megginson and Mary Walker elected joint-treasurers – proposed and seconded by JA/RL and GT and IS respectively.

Residents’ Q&A Session
George Milner outlined a concern regarding the failure to sign a letter to him dated January 2007 and also as to the author of this letter.  The Parish Council apologised that the letter had not been signed by the clerk- an omission by him at the time.  The Parish Council assured George that the letter was drafted by the Parish Council at an informal meeting and completed by the clerk at a later date. 


Minutes of Parish Council 15th February 2012 – Approved RL/MW

Speed Monitoring - RL summarised the results of the recent speed monitoring exercise conducted with the police.  A small number of motorists had been found speeding but it was hoped that the message was getting through regarding excessive speeding in Fimber.  RL will speak to EY Police about follow-up speed checks and explore the possibility of providing flashing warning lights on Village approaches with ERYC.

Neighbourhood Watch – MW noted that this period had been relatively quiet but she was pleased to report enhanced police patrol presence in the locality at weekends.

Streetscene Walkabout - Flooding at County boundary and at roundabout – GT summarised the outcome of the Streetscene Walkabout with ERYC officials.  Flooding problems at County boundary (long standing) and at Fimber roundabout were highlighted along with state of access road to Towthorpe and passing places at various locations in the village: the need for a new ‘SLOW’ sign on sharp bend in Burdale Lane was also mentioned.   It was noticed that the wooden leg support to the Village Noticeboard was defective: GT later secured the board and said that he would undertake permanent repairs.  It was noticed that scrub clearance had been carried out next to the B1248 at the County boundary (at site of flooding) but it was not clear who had done the work.

Village Pond Cleaning – agreed that best time to do this would be Autumn/Winter

Broadband Reception – PL drew attention to a survey being undertaken by ERYC into broadband speeds in the Area. Users can access a website at http://broadband.eastriding.gov.uk to check their download and upload speeds.  PL felt that rural users, particularly businesses, were losing out to urban areas in terms of access speeds and proposed that he organise a Fimber Parish survey to highlight the problem – agreed

Mortimer Trail – PL explained that the aim of the trail is to celebrate the life and work of J R Mortimer who was born in Fimber. He is attending meetings to progress the project.

Demolition of Gameslack Farmhouse – RL drew attention to the demolition of this fine old farmhouse explaining that it was a ruthless act carried out on a building that was part of the culture and history of the Parish.  It was agreed that he would write a strong letter, on behalf of the Parish, demanding an explanation as to why it had been demolished.

Queen’s Diamond Jubilee – PL said that response to Jubilee event had been encouraging and it was agreed that early meeting be arranged to plan the event which will be held at noon on Sunday 3rd June.

Planning Matters 
Wind turbine Planning Applications – Elm Tree Farm (Horsley) - application withdrawn.
Gameslack Biomass Plant – no application for detailed planning received as yet.
Wolds Heritage Railway – no further information

Correspondence
Parish Council Audit – PL explained that internal auditor had approved the accounts subject to minor qualifications.  It is recommended that an on-line account be set up to allow regular monitoring of bank accounts.  2011-2012 Accounts approved IS/JA.

Payments – N Power bills street lighting £243.92 and £10.86; and Diamond Jubilee Mugs £53.93 – approved for payment. Parish Councillors thanked Jayne Austin for her kind donation of funds towards Parish Council funds.

Other Business
Request for provision of Bus Shelter – Parish Council are sympathetic to request subject to location, design, appearance and costings. PL to follow up with Debbie McGurn, Transport Officer of ERYC

Code of Conduct – GT and MW attended meeting to discuss a new Code of Conduct for councillors established by ERYC.  It was explained that councils are free to draft their own Codes.  Fimber Parish Councillors are requested to study the model Code of Conduct and its possible impact on them as individual councillors.  Matter to be discussed further at next Parish Council meeting in August’
