MINUTES OF MEETING OF FIMBER PARISH COUNCIL

MINUTES OF PARISH COUNCIL MEETING 16 November 2011 proposed MW/seconded JM – approved.

MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES

Speed Monitoring and Traffic Control – IS felt that traffic had again speeded up through the village.  Discussion centred on provision of flashing signs to deter speeding  - Fimber thought to be one of the few villages in the area without them.  Agreed that we would seek further speed check this Spring and suggest to Police that flashing signs be considered as a permanent deterrent to speeding – RL to follow-up.

Neighbourhood Watch – MW drew attention to use of 101 call number in reporting local minor incidents to police.  Full details to be published on Village noticeboard  - action PL
Flooding at County boundary – PL explained that he had not received a reply from Highways regarding long-standing problem of flooding at County Boundary on B1248.  GT agreed to speak to D England, of Highways Maintenance with regard to this problem and to the poor state of the public road to Towthorpe 

Village Tidy-up – Councillors thanked GT and Stephen Walker for their work in tidying up the shrubbery on Church bank.  Also GT thanked for gritting work undertaken by him during the recent cold spell.

Village Pond Cleaning – agreed that pond cleaning be carried out in the Autumn.

PLANNING MATTERS 

Wind turbine Planning Applications – Towthorpe Manor (Philip Megginson) approved.  Bridge Farm (Mansfield) withdrawn.  Elm Tree Farm (Horsley) pending decision.

Gameslack Biomass Plant – No application for detailed planning received as yet.

CORRESPONDENCE

Draft Housing and Affordable Rent Policies – Consultation document from ERYC noted – no action

Standards and Code of Conduct Training 2012 – GT or MW to attend training day in May. 

CPRE/National Association of Local Councils – Seminar 16 March 2012 on planning applications - noted

Queen’s Diamond Jubilee - Agreed that we should organise a village celebration on Jubilee Day, 3rd June.  Sub –Committee to be formed to progress arrangements.  MW’s suggestion to give each young person in the Parish a celebration mug approved – 12 children in all at total cost of £84.

PAYMENTS – Payment of Parish Council Insurance bill for (Mary – please advise the amount) 24 November 2011 - proposed MW/seconded RL approved.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS

Telephone Box Painting – GT reported that BT has agreed to paint box this summer.

Village Broadband Connection Problems – following a discussion about poor connection problems and slow speed of operation (approx 0.5MB) it was agreed that the Council approach local MP, Greg Knight, to seek his support for a campaign to improve the service. – PL to action.

Out of Hours Doctor Service  - PL expressed concern about the need for residents to travel to places as far away as Bridlington, Hull, Scarborough and York to receive out-of –hours doctor’s medical treatment.  He explained that he had been in touch with Malton Hospital which is only 10 miles distance from Fimber and had ascertained from sources there that a doctor service is available between the hours of 6pm -11pm on weekdays and 8am – 11pm at weekends.  In order to avail themselves of the service, residents should telephone beforehand to 033012239068 or  01653 – 604546.  Agreed that a notice advising residents of this service be put on Village noticeboards.

John Robert Mortimer Trail – PL explained that he had attended a meeting of the Driffield Partnership at which the proposal to develop a trail celebrating the archaeological achievements of Mortimer, was discussed.  Trail will be in two sections; a Driffield Town Trail and a country trail featuring information boards at a number of village locations, including Fimber where Mortimer was born in 1825.  The project, which is partially dependent on funding, will be developed over the coming months and PL said he would keep the meeting informed of progress.

High Wolds Heritage Group Visit to Fimber – PL explained that, as part of an annual programme of visits by the Group to local villages, Fimber will be the venue on 23 August this year.   Visit will involve a Fimber walkabout and refreshments in the Village Hall.  Detailed arrangements to follow.
