PURPOSE OF MEETING

The purpose of the meeting was to discuss a proposal to establish a Railway Heritage Centre at a site adjacent

to the Fimber Picnic Site and Beverley Road Gatehouse

DISCUSSION

In opening the meeting, Chairman invited Andrew Lawrence to give his views.  AL said that he was in favour 

of the development but that he was concerned about security at the site and the possibility of theft or vandalism

there and at his residence which stands adjacent to it.  The meeting agreed that security was an issue which 

should be raised with the Planning Officer.

GT explained that he had met the landowners affected by the proposal and they had indicated that they had no 

formal objection to make. 

JM considered that the proposal would create a lot of local interest. IS and MW said that they were strongly 

in favour of the development.

A discussion then ensued during which GT and RT expressed their concerns about road safety at the site; 

in particular the movement of pedestrians between the Centre and the nearby Fimber Picnic Site. 

 It was agreed to press for a dedicated pedestrian walkway to be provided between the two points backed up 

by the imposition of a speed limit between Fimber Roundabout and the entrance to the Heritage Centre. 

On the question of further access to the site, PL suggested the idea of linking the Centre to the local rights 

of way network by means of a permissive path running from the green lane along the old railway route to 

the proposed site.  It was agreed to float this idea with ERYC.

AGREED

That the Parish Council is in favour of the development but would press for road safety and other access 

measures at the site. Proposed JM, seconded PL.
