	MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES

Visit by Driffield and Rural Councillors – Discussed response to issues raised and noted that the Parish Council was pleased that streetscene works had been progressed

Neighbourhood Watch/Police & Partners Community Forum - LW to contact Driffield Police Station to see if any other forums available other than the community partnership led ones

Streetscene Walkabout – road and winter maintenance - due to progress made on issues raised with councillors there was no need to hold a walkabout session in September as originally planned. Discussed approach moving forward and next visit by councillors and the time scale for general street scene works. Main issue is verges and pavements. PL to review what was done in past. LW to find out from Mike Connor at ERYC when next scheduled visit is due as Parish Council believe last visit was done 2 years ago.

Fimber Mortimer Exhibition – update – PL gave an update . Display boards now installed at the back of the church and lighting has been improved. The original scheme estimated cost was £3900 (grant of £2400 and rest in kind). Total spend was £1200. Process to reclaim spend is time consuming. Originally planned to have a Mortimer Trail. The only parts that exist are in Driffield and Fimber and the Parish Council hope that other villages follow suit. Publicity leaflet is still to be done. Discussed idea of celebrating Mortimer’s birthday – 15th June as Mortimer Day. Discussed turning the walk that is in place to an archaeological trail using the sites available. Would help to raise the profile of the area in similar way that Hockney trail has done for the Bridlington area. Chair thanked PL for his efforts

Speeding –   IS reported that there was a speed trap in place in the 60mph zone between Fimber Village and the roundabout.  LW to write to local inspector / sergeant in Driffied regarding possibility of continuing the support with hand held speed camera sessions.  Installation of flashing lights to be discussed at future meeting.
