MATTERS ARISING FROM MINUTES

Speed Monitoring -  RL expressed disappointment that a speed monitoring exercise organised with ERYC Highways Dept had been conducted in the wrong location leading to misleadingly low average speeds being recorded.  RL had complained to the authorities about the exercise with the result that a site meeting is to be held shortly to discuss the problem. 

Streetscene Walkabout  - GT reported that despite earlier progress, there had been no follow up to the request to have roadside grips and gullies cleaned out and winter grit supplies to be deposited on minor roads in the village.  He also expressed concern at the damage sustained on Bridge Road due to HGVs misguidedly following  SatNav directions.  GT to follow up with Highways Dept.

Parish Precept and Parish Clerk Vacancy - To date there has been no response to the notice of vacancy for Parish Clerk posted on Village noticeboards.  Agreed that a letter be posted to all residents of the Parish informing them of the need to recruit a parish clerk; and of the necessity to raise the Parish Precept if we have to pay a salary.

Request for provision of Bus Shelter – GT explained that he had now been informed that no funding is available this financial year.  IS agreed to advise concerned residents of this decision.

Mortimer Trail – PL updated members on progress with an exhibition to celebrate the life and work of John Robert Mortimer, the nationally recognised archaeologist born in Fimber in 1825 .  Work is progressing  on the design of display panels to be located in St Mary’s Church, Fimber.

Gameslack Bio-Mass Power Plant  - RL updated the meeting on the application, approved by ER  Planning Committee,  to increase the size and scale of the plant by 30%.  Fimber and Wetwang  Parish Councils and individual residents had objected to the proposal and, led by Fimber resident Martyn Hill, had engaged the services of a solicitor to challenge the decision on the grounds that insufficient consideration had been given to the protection of the   nearby internationally recognised archaeological site.
