	Minutes of the last meeting of the Parish Council
The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 10th September 2014 were agreed as a true record. Proposed PL, seconded RL. All agreed.

	Matters arising from the minutes of the last meeting
Matters Arising

1. Information for residents - There was a discussed regarding use of Facebook and potential for the PC to have a page. This will be reviewed at a future meeting. IS to be asked to look into it. Need to be clear that it is about disseminating info and the PC is still to be the main forum to raise matters.

2. Streetscene Walkabout - LW provided an update on council task force progress with the issues highlighted in the street scene walkabout held in Summer with ERYC. It was agreed that LW contact the council to progress the issues that were still outstanding, including clarifying date for capital works to be done along Towthorpe Road. The PC also highlighted the need for drains opposite  the pond near Mere View to be cleared. LW reported that the council had been in touch regarding the play area at Fimber picnic site and a site visit would be held in early January to look at options. It was agreed that LW contact the council to find out the date and whether the PC can attend.

3. Streetlight SLA – Following the informal survey by GT/RL, the PC discussed the cost of both SLA options and the £80 cost of carrying out electrical checks. It was agreed that the costs be reviewed to identify the best way forward and that test; clarification be sought on whether the PC is legally bound to do the electrical testing and how long a certificate lasts for. 

4. Village pond - GT and RL reported that they had arranged an initial clearance to be done and this will need repeating on a regular basis for best results. It was noted that this was an excellent example of what the PC is doing for the community.
5. Mortimer update - PL reported that the launch day had been held on 22 September with 15 attendees. A  wider geo-physical survey may be done to reveal any further areas of archaeological interest which can be included in the Mortimer Trail. Leaflets were printed from money left over from the grant. There is still the long term aim of getting other parish councils involved to create a linked trail. It was noted that the project had been very successful. 
6. Speeding - LW to follow up progress with this matter with local councillors; noted. It was agreed that LW investigate potential to purchase signs, such as through grant funding, if the PC can do so within highway regulations.
7. Phonebox – LW to follow up progress with this matter as the door still needs attention; noted. There was also a discussion regarding the parish notice board. It was agreed that LW look at the possibility of getting one like the NYC boards along the Race which could be used for PC news and publicity about the area.
8. Bus shelter - MW reported that the issue regarding the pick up point is now resolved. It was agreed that there was still a need to identify if any funding was available for a shelter.

9. Saltbin – It was agreed that LW contact the council to get a replacement salt bin and check if there was a colour option e.g. green.

	Budget and Payments
MW reported that no issues had been raised by audit for the budget return 2013/14.

MW gave an update on the current year budget. The PC annual spend is just within the precept of £1449.95; it covers all running costs but there is no funding spare for other community works. LW passed a copy of the VAT claim form to MW for completion. MW reported that the VAT claim back will give additional income.  MW reported that this year there was an increase in budget spending of £53 compared to last year taking into account all payments. There is £629.57 in deposit and £889.09 in the community account. The clerk’s salary is to be paid in March. There was a discussion about the use of reserves for emergencies including salt and winter maintenance. 

The PC was asked to approve payment of insurance and street lighting. Proposed by GT and seconded by RL; both payments were agreed.

The PC considered the precept for 2015/16 which needs setting and reporting to ERYC by 23 Jan 2015. GT proposed and RL seconded that £50 be added to the precept giving a total of £1500; all agreed. There was a discussion about getting grant funding and LW to investigate this e.g. for noticeboards and the bus shelter.

	Planning Matters

GT reported that 2 planning applications had been received for consideration by the PC.  
1. Pig shed development by JSR. The development is to take place at the back of the farm away from the main road. The PC discussed the application. GT proposed and RL seconded that the PC did not object but wished comments to be noted regarding not wishing to see the scale of development increase further and the need for a reversion clause; all agreed. LW to forward comments to the council.
2. Change of status from holiday cottage to residential. JA declared an interest in this matter and was absent for discussion on the item. GT proposed and MW seconded that the PC had no adverse comments to make on the application; all agreed. It was noted that that dwelling was already in place and the change proposed didn’t alter the village in any way. LW to forward comments to the council.
