	Minutes of the last meetings of the Parish Council
The minutes of the Parish Council meeting held on 18th June 2014 were agreed as a true record. Proposed MW, seconded JM. All agreed.
	

	006/09/14
	Matters arising from the minutes of the last meeting
1. Information for residents (003/06/14) - information for residents about the parish council and how to get involved is to be placed on the notice board; noted.
2. Streetscene Walkabout (007/06/14) - GT reported on the street scene walkabout that had been held in Summer with ERYC; a number of issues had been highlighted including state of road markings and potholes, roadside grips, the play area (discussed above), painting of bench; state of roadside vegetation. LW to contact MC to request an update on progress with the agreed schedule of street scene works. Will send a formal letter to ERYC regarding Towthorpe Road if no progress has been made. LW reported that a response is awaited from ERYC on the concern raised by residents regarding the lack of ERYC play area at Fimber. Agreed that the PC keep this under review and that the facility needed to remain the responsibility of ERYC; it was agreed that LW provide an update on the above matters by email.

3. Streetlight SLA (007/06/14) -. It was agreed that GT / RL undertake a survey of the condition of streetlights in the parish. LW to recirculate the 2 types of SLA available for maintenance of streetlights. PC to review the cost of both options using information for the survey.
4. Priorities (007/06/14) Village pond. GT reported that the state of the pond and area is becoming an issue. RL advised that autumn was the best time of year to carry out any pond clearance and it environmentally better to carry out clearance in small steps rather than large steps. It was agreed that RL/GT will carry out minor clearance in next week and put signs up to inform residents that work is taking place.

5. Mortimer update (007/06/14) - PL gave an update on progress with the Mortimer project. Almost 12 months since the church display celebrating the life and work of Mortimer was installed in the church. There is an aspiration to create a Mortimer Trail in the area and PL has been involved with project team to establish a trail near the village. An existing permissible path has been used to create a short trail showcasing some of Mortimer’s archaeological finds. A leaflet has been produced and the trail is to be launched this month as part of the Yorkshire Wolds Outdoor Festival. A press release has been done and the event is being published as part of the festival. Launch takes place Sunday 21 September 2pm starting at the village green. All welcome; noted.
6. Speeding (007/06/14) - RL reported that there has been some recent monitoring / speed catchment activity and police are being quite proactive. Whilst speed monitoring carried out last year showed that there was a problem with speeding, there was no record of serious accidents therefore insufficient evidence to support funding for signs and other speed calming. Funding for a flashing sign still an issue as PC agreed the road does need one. Local councillors said they would look into this. Most villages nowadays have flashing signs and Fimber is a prime candidate for one given evidence from speeding monitoring. It was agreed that a follow up letter be sent to councillors to ask how progressing with the matter.
