	Minutes of the last meetings of the Parish Council

	Matters arising from the minutes of the last meeting
1. Road Markings (006/02/14)
It was agreed that the road marking issue be covered under the Streetscene Walkabout item. 

2. Streetscene Walkabout (006/02/14)
LW reported that a date for the Streetscene Walkabout had been proposed by ERYC,  as 8th July at 9,45am starting at Fimber Picnic Site with Mike Connor from ERYC. It was agreed that:

GT is to attend and other councillors if available.
Confirmation of the date is to be sent to ERYC with a list of issues to be discussed, including: road markings, grass verges (clarify responsibility for dealing with overgrowing vegetation, particularly on Burdale hill), tree damage, road drainage, flooding near pond area, pavements, potholes, Towthorpe Road (need for whole road tarmacking as treating potholes insufficient due to deterioration of road surface; a letter is to be sent to ERYC regarding this issue), layby near picnic site.

There was a discussion about the condition of the phone box and post box. It was agreed that: a letter be sent to the post office and BT regarding the need to address the condition of the post box and phone box.

3. Streetlight SLA (009/02/14)
The level of streetlighting SLA was discussed. It was agreed that: councillors carry out an inspection of the streetlights in the parish and make a decision regarding the SLA once their condition has been assessed.
4. Course on grant funding (009/02/14)
LW reported that she had attended a free ERYC run course on community grant funding. There was a discussion about priorities for grant funding that could be pursued. It was agreed that: 

The provision of a bus shelter be raised with ERYC to see if the current bus stop for school and other buses could be moved to the back road so that the village porch could be used as a shelter.

Councillors will bring ideas for any prioirities for funding to the next meeting.
5. Fimber play area (009/02/14)
GT reported that residents and visitors had asked whether new play equipment could be installed at the Fimber picnic site. ERYC has been contacted about this. There was a discussion about the vegetation around the play area making it too dark and overgrown. It was agreed that: it would be raised during the Streetscene Walkabout.

6. Community Plan (009/02/14)
LW reported that a copy of the community plan was available for residents to view. It was agreed that a reminder be added to the website and noticeboard.
7. Mortimer update (011/02/14)
PL gave an update on progress with arrangements to showcase Mortimer’s work. A number of archaeological sites of interest have been identified along the 2.5 mile permissive path around Westfield Farm and a self-guided walk leaflet has been produced to highlight these. A draft copy of the leaflet was circulated to Councillors for comments and approval to contact ERYC to adopt and promote the walk.

Q. Have other parishes done anything?

A. Fimber has been the most active. There are display boards in Driffield. It is hoped that a Mortimer trail can be established taking in 10-12 parishes in the area. Mortimer was born in 1825 so looking ahead it would be good to have something in place to mark that anniversary. It was agreed that: comments and suggestions on the leaflet be passed to PL.
8. Speeding (011/02/14)
GT reported that speeding is still an issue; RL was to give an update and will be asked to do so at the next meeting.

LW reported that there had been no response from request to involve PCSOs in speeding checks. It was agreed that: ERYC and highways be contacted about installing an illuminated sign.

9. Audit of Accounts (05/14). 
MW joined the meeting and reported that she had reviewed the accounts with IS and they have been sent for audit. Noted.
