	Minutes of the last meeting

The minutes of the meeting held on 4th March 2015 were agreed as a correct record and signed by the chair; IS proposed and MW seconded.

	Matters Arising

a) Information and noticeboard – LW confirmed that agendas have been amended to include a paragraph on the open forum; GT reported that a flyer had been sent out to residents regarding contacting the Parish Council and no responses had been received to date; LW is to add a schedule of dates to the notice board when agreed. Councillors noted that if there had not been any contact from residents it was a sign that they were happy with matters and there were no key issues and that many other small parishes also had little contact with residents in open forums.
b) Street scene walkabout – GT reported that he has spoken to ERYC regarding Towthorpe Road and LW has emailed the Parish Liaison Team regarding some actions raised at the previous meeting and is awaiting an update. Councillors stressed the need to raise Towthorpe Road again and that it had been an issue for a number of years and now regards proper surfacing as there is an increase in residential traffic in that area. An issue with a drain that is sited up and needs digging out was raised; it is sited out of the village on the Fridaythorpe/ Bridge Road and has a bollard nearby to protect it; this has been a concern previously. LW to contact ERYC highways.
c) Streetlights  - GT has passed a form from National Powergrid to LW for completion; it needs to cover all electrical equipment in the parish e,g streetlights. LW is to prepare a summary for a decision on the streetlight SLA for the next meeting.

d) Bus shelter – MW confirmed that the bus shelter issue raised by a resident was for school children; LW is to make enquiries regarding the provision of a shelter and the use of the village hall porch is an option if no progress can be made. LW advised that parish councils were to be invited to a consultation event regarding public transport needs; GT asked if a survey could be completed instead of attending the event and councillors noted that they would not wish to see existing levels of service fall

e) Salt bin – has been reported.
f) Fimber picnic site and play area – LW gave an update on progress and the events held in the school holidays. There may be funding streams that can be used to provide equipment if the council is unable to replace it.

MW confirmed payment of the parish council precept for 2015/16 on 29 April 2015 for £1500.

	Fimber Summer Event
There was a discussion regarding the arrangements for the summer event to be held 28 June 2015. PL had sent some suggestions by email regarding the summer event. It was agreed that the event would be promoted by word of mouth and letter to each household.

The event would be simple with the aim of being a social get together for the parish. The contingency  plan in case of rain was to use the village hall. The grass cutting schedule for the green is to be checked and brought forward if necessary.

The event will be a village run event rather than a Parish Council led event and an informal residents group will be established to organise the event and will meet in advance of the event to finalise the arrangements. Dates will be circulated so any parish councillors who are interested in attending can do so.
