	Speed Monitoring 

GT welcomed AM to the meeting for discussion regarding speeding matters. The parish council has raised speeding matters as an issue of concern for the village for some time now, mainly concerning the main road from Fridaythorpe through Fimber village to the roundabout. The main issue seems to be commuter traffic. AM asked if speed surveys had been done. RL gave a summary of the background to-date. There had been some surveying and this did show a problem but was not classed as sufficient grounds for action by the ERYC. Faye (PCSO Driffield) has been very supportive in working with the parish council on this. The parish council would like to see flashing speed display signs installed, as evidence from other areas is that these do work. AM will chase this up especially in light of the recent accident on the Fridaythorpe road. Support from the police may help position with the council. PCSOs are not allowed to use speed camera guns etc., is a role for the police even though it is a community priority in many areas. The parish council had seen some speed monitoring activity by police recently. AM will speak to the main contact for speed issues to see if he can make contact with the council. In terms of other issues the parish council did not have any further to raise. AM reported that crime incidents did not appear to be a problem in the area currently and highlighted potential fraud scams regarding paypal accounts that were operating as something that the parish council may wish to alert residents to. AM will send out a regular email to make the parish council aware of any issues in the area. 
There was a discussion regarding policing levels in Driffield. AM reported that there is more community team response although the main police station is now located in Bridlington. There are always two PCSO on shift for the area; they work to 11pm. There are police officers working out of Driffield and the Inspector covers Driffield, Bridlington and surrounding area; the 101 number can be used for general issues and the Driffield extn no is 2707 . The police website can also be used to log issues. 

GT thanked AM for the update and AM left the meeting at this point.

a) Information and noticeboard – the noticeboard has the latest minutes and agendas which included a reminder about the open forum.

e) Fimber picnic site and play area – LW reported that events are still happening in school holidays; ERYC was exploring whether some replacement equipment could be installed. The parish council may be able to access some grant funding but may then be responsible for the management of the play area. The parish council discussed a potential tourism hub emerging in that area and agreed they would like an update on the management of the site and want to highlight the tourism potential to ERYC. PL is to liaise with LW on a letter.
f) Fimber summer event – the parish council noted that the summer event went well and there was a good turn out; it was agreed that other similar events could be held in future years.
g) Invite to ward councillors – GT reported that he had agreed to invite ward councillors to the autumn meeting rather than the August meeting. LW is to send an invite for the next meeting.

1. Dog control events and training - A dog fouling awareness project is looking for volunteers who whilst going about their normal activities, they see anyone not cleaning up after their dog then they can approach them with confidence. ERYC is committed to is helping local residents understand dog fouling law and will supply parish councils / volunteers with a number of dog poop bags to carry and copies of the ‘Clean it up’ post card to hand out to dog owners and to assist in the education of dog walkers in your local area. In addition if there are any areas in the parish that experience problems with dog fouling we can contact ERYC to get the area on the list for more posters and resources.
2. Community partnership details of new arrangements and latest newsletter
3. Poster and leaflet regarding home safety grant – publicity material was circulated by ERYC to help make people in the area aware of a grant for residents which can provide things like  additional locks, door chains, door viewers and security lights. 
4. Joint Local Access Forum's (JLAF) annual report for 2014-15 – a copy of the report will be forwarded by email. It covers the work of the forum which is a statutory partnership which provides independent advice to public organisations on strategic matters relating to rights of way, public access and open-air recreation across Hull and the East Riding.
