	Matters Arising
The following matters arising from the minutes were considered:

Matters Arising
1. Broadband: LW has circulated details of the Broadband East Riding Programme and information on the application process for grants of £350 available for individuals. This is for residents/business to find their own broadband solutions in areas not covered by the roll-out. The closing date is 31st December 2017; councillors are to raise awareness.

IS advised Sledmere is due to get faster broadband and Wetwang has been done. Councillors discussed what is in place in this parish. JA was looking into a solution and will be asked to give an update at the next meeting.
2. Streetlights: LW to check progress with the streetlight replacement under the grant.
3. Streetscene and highways matters – LW to follow-up outstanding responses including the replacement of the passing place sign on Burdale Lane and one way sign at the top of Church Lane and roadside grip clearance. The following issues were raised: the passing place on Burdale  /Thixendale Road is muddy and unusable - GT agreed to address this; LW is to check when the next programme of road sweeping is due;  LW and SM are to raise the continuing problem with the condition of Towthorpe Road – some minor potholes have been filled but this hasn’t worked and the condition has got worse; the drains running into the pond need to be pumped out as there is a lot of debris in the two drains; Sledmere Road was discussed and the state of road at the sides and need to cut trees back is to be reported; flooding at Fimber roundabout in heavy rain needs reporting. The layby at the fence near the picnic area is a concern. LW was asked to arrange a meeting between parish councillors and the East Riding Council highways service to look at the issues in the parish.
4. Bench and tree - since the last meeting, good feedback from residents has been received and a site meeting has been held with the tree sculptor. He will refashion the back of the sculpture to make a seat at the back as well as the front. It has been weather treated by Jack and Margaret and the parish council noted that the sculpture will weather in over time. The bench has been positioned in a permanent place and a plaque in memory of Ruth is to be placed on it.
