	Minutes of the last meeting
All agreed that the minutes of the last meeting held in May 2017 were approved; proposed by GT and seconded by RL.

	Matters Arising
The following matters arising from the minutes were considered:
a) Speeding / PCO update - RL reported that he was not aware of any changes; Councillors noted that the police were being fairly proactive in the area, if not in the village. IS reported that there is still fast traffic through the village. JA reported that the signs in Pocklington that were discussed at the last meeting were no longer there. LW will contact the parish/town council there to see what had happened and advised that a communication had been received from Garton parish council sent to all local clerks, regarding a similar issue with speeding into the village. LW will see what collective intelligence comes of that request and will report back to the parish council from the exercise.
b) Streetlights – LW reported that the grant paperwork has been submitted and she is awaiting a progress update from the council;
c) Streetscene and highways matters – LW has reported all matters raised at the last meeting to the council using the online system and will follow-up any outstanding responses. It was agreed that the following issues be reported: – the passing place sign on Burdale Lane needs replacing it has been knocked down and hidden by vegetation; the one way sign at the top of Church Lane has been bent and needs replacing; a reminder is to be sent about the road side grips which still need clearing out as they are grassed over and need doing before winter.
d) Noticeboard – GT has repaired it and it is now secure and easier to get into
e) Phone box – LW reported that the removal of the phonebox has been investigated. The council had not received the response sent indicating that the parish council wished to adopt the phonebox therefore had not passed on this request to BT; they have contacted BT to see if it is possible for the phonebox to be adopted but BT have confirmed that this is not possible. It was agreed that the matter be concluded.
f) Broadband – Councillors reported that broadband is still slow across the parish. There is no high speed BT option currently. JA has been looking into other options such as TP link and mobile 3G and 4G. LW noted that the broadband East Riding project does have a facility for communities in ‘grey low speed or coverage areas’ to get assistance for a community solution and will look into this further. LW is also to contact other local parish councils to see what their experience is and if there is any action that the parish council can take to improve the situation. GT noted that there is an operator offering satellite connection locally but this does not appear to be in wide use in the parish – GT will check if there is more capacity for residents to take this up. It was agreed that a focus group be established to look into this matter more fully and GT/LW will make arrangements for this after initial investigation has been done.
g) Bench and tree - RL gave an update on the work on the tree and bench on the green. It was intended to carve out the tree stump to make a canopy but wasn’t possible to make a lot of it due to the condition of the wood. Councillors thanked RL making the arrangements and agreed that residents be consulted on next steps. RL will ask for comments via the notice board and the parish council will make a final decision depending on feedback received. It was agreed that the sculpture be moved temporarily until the consultation has been completed.

	Planning Matters

RL updated on the Gameslack biomass planning matter. The applicants have to make a start by 26 October 2017 to comply with their application and therefore need to demonstrate how they are meeting the agreed planning conditions. RL is aware that there has been a recent application by the applicants to change some of the conditions relating to initial works needed such as access and chalk extraction prior to the construction of biomass plant; however LW has reviewed the online planning portal and there is a proposed change of condition showing (ref 17/30375/CONDET submission of details required by condition 1 (materials) of planning application 15/02132/STREM) but this does not appear to be out for consultation.
RL advised that Wetwang Parish Council have drafted a letter in response to the proposed changes to the conditions to send to East Riding Council planning. Councillors discussed the options and approach to take. It was agreed that a response on behalf of Fimber Parish Council will be drafted to reflect the main concerns raised from Fimber’s perspective. It was agreed that RL will draft the letter for all to comment on prior to the chair’s approval.
LW advised that a planning consultation (ref 17/02811/VAR) had been received for The Arches, Towthorpe Road concerning a variation of condition to allow the Archers holiday cottage to be permanent residential living accommodation. Councillors discussed the matter and it was agreed that the Parish Council had no objections or comments to raise. LW to send the response.
