Matters Arising
1. Broadband: Councillors discussed the different broadband options available in the area. IS reported that he had taken up the Broadband East Riding Programme grant to install a satellite system and it was delivering faster speeds. The grant deadline has now passed.
2. Streetlights: LW is liaising with ERYC regarding the streetlight replacement. LW reported that a faulty streetlight in Fimber had been reported and fixed.
3. Streetscene and highways matters – LW has followed up outstanding responses including the replacement of the passing place sign on Burdale Lane and one way sign at the top of Church Lane; these are in progress. Work is being done on roadside grip clearance. SM confirmed that a letter had been sent to ERYC Streetscene Services regarding Towthorpe Road. LW was asked to arrange a site meeting to look at Towthorpe Road, water on the road near Fimber roundabout and the layby near Fimber roundabout. There are a number of pot holes to be reported: near Fimber picnic site, on the Wetwang to Fimber road, near Ling Farm on the B1248. MW asked if some gravel or other materials could be provided by ERYC to improve hardstanding on the green. LW to ask ERYC.
