	Minutes of the last meeting
All agreed that the minutes of the last meeting held in May 2018 be approved; proposed by MW and seconded by PL. GT signed a copy for the file.

	Matters Arising
The following matters arising from the minutes were discussed.
05.05.18 speeding/police update - GT referred to emails from Mr Mallan regarding speeding and ideas to address concerns. RL has responded to the emails and advised that the parish council would consider the points raised in the emails. RL has been in touch with the local PCO regarding the traffic data forwarded from Mr Mallon and was advised to get in touch with ERYC. The parish council discussed the recommendations made in the email and agreed the following response:

- The parish council did not think it would be appropriate to ask for a weight limit on the road as it was likely that this would not be feasible to impose.
- The parish council agreed to write to local firms to ask drivers to be considerate when going through the village; GT to draft a letter.
- The parish council agreed to get in touch with ERYC to get its views on the data gathered and concerns raised by Mr Malllon.
The parish council noted that they have a history of dealing proactively with traffic and speeding matters and will continue to do so.

GT reported that there had been some activity on speeding matters since the last meeting. The speeding camera/van has been in place regularly to monitor speeding and monitoring with radar guns has also been happening.

07.05.18 Streetscene and Highways matters – LW reported that since the last meeting, Councillor Temple has followed up actions on most matters raised by the parish council. It was agreed that the following additional issues be raised for further action:
- Drain cover opposite Elm Farm

- Relocation of 30MPH sign into village as this gets knocked by large vehicles
- Flooding – the road from Fimber to Sledmere is flooding near the first bend from Fimber roundabout which is a hazard
JA raised the trees on the village green which were becoming too dense/overgrown and GT advised that this is common land under the responsibility of the parish council. It was agreed to consult with those houses affected by the trees on whether they supported the proposal of thinning out the trees; PL/RL/GT to speak to the neighbourhood.

A damaged tree was reported by MW which has been marked for action. It was noted that this needed to be dealt with by ERYC. 
07.05.18 - Police matters – MW reported that the neighbourhood watch network is still pro-actively dealing with matters as they arise. For example, they have been sending alerts out regarding the postal pay by card scam. No other suspicious matters were reported.
07.05.18 - Fracking – LW reported that she had been contacted by a local anti-fracking group to see if the parish council wished to consider undertaking a similar process recently undertaken by Nafferton to agree a frack-free designation for the parish. This would involve parish consultation on such a proposal. The parish council agreed that in principle it was against fracking and would continue to keep a watching brief on developments. GT and SM reported that local landowners were being quite proactive on this matter and letters had been sent to farms in the area to encourage them to allow no access to fracking companies to do testing.

The parish council voted 4:1 in favour of the co-option to the parish council of JH. It was noted that the parish council wished to involve the other applicant in the work of the parish and GT will discuss with them how they can get involved and gain more experience.
