	Open Forum

	Traffic Matters
GT gave a brief background about the concerns raised by residents about traffic matters. GT, RL and PM have met to discuss the issues. GT advised that IS has also raised some concerns with the traffic. Many residents live adjacent to the road and therefore will be affected to some extent.

PM gave his views about traffic in the village; this was raised in July last year but due to limited resources of the police and ERYC, not much progress has been made. The response from the engineer (ERYC) demonstrates that the agencies involved are constrained. The relationships between the agencies are strong but unfortunately this doesn’t help with the issues. PM has drafted a letter to go out to haulage companies locally and to ERYC / highways agencies, which was discussed. GT proposed that the parish council redrafts PM’s letter to mention the need to alteration of the junction so the traffic could make turns safely.

It was noted that the parish council has been proactive in getting local PCOs to meetings and getting in touch with highways. RL is going to go back and ask the engineer to explain more about the weight limits etc. There is concern that if they were to put weight limits on the road these cannot be enforced easily.

GT will send a copy of the redrafted letter to PM for comments. It was agreed that the parish council could also write directly to Sledmere regarding signage for events. 

PM thanked the PC for hearing his views and PM left the meeting at this point.

The following matters arising from the minutes were discussed.

06.1118 Speeding matters:
Discussed at item 1 – traffic and speeding

06.1118 Streetscene and highways matters
It was agreed that JH will check if the drain has been repaired.
Pot holes have appeared up the road towards Fridaythorpe on right hand side near the bend); it was agreed to take photos and report it.
There has been flooding on the road near Ling Farm so need roadside grips clearing out; LW to make a request for clearance of roadside grips in the area.
Towthorpe Road is still bad and it was agreed that filling out a pothole form each month and documenting any damage to vehicles as a result of the condition of the road is the only way to ensure this is eventually addressed.
SM is to see if all residents at Towthorpe could put a joint letter in. 
Snow signs – one has been damaged and is laying down (near Wetwang turning) and one at the bottom near Fimber roundabout has been taken away; LW to check what is happening.
A fridge at the top of the hill on B1248 needs to be removed as a fly tipping matter.
The sign near the village entrance is damaged and needs reporting..
Fencing at Fimber play area was reported and safety barriers have been there for some time; LW to ask for a progress report as ideally work needs to be done before Easter when children are on school holidays; it also looks a mess and doesn’t encourage use of the site.
Tree work has been done and the pond is looking a lot better. The parish council thanked RL for donating the digger for the day and also thanked GT for dealing with the trees . GT advised some additional work needs to be done to ensure the tree stumps are removed. The parish council  approved payment of £60 for plant hire to enable the work to be completed; proposed by JH and seconded by MW.
MW is to report the dangerous tree and see when it can be looked at.

LW is to ask about the outstanding streetsene walkabout issues.

06.1118 Police matters – the recent police data was noted; there were no neighbourhood watch updates. 

06.1118 Streetlights
JH reported a faulty streetlight; work on the pole is to be done which will mean that power will be cut for a short time to do the work on Monday.

LW to progress the joint fracking meeting arrangements with Wetwang and potentially any other local parish councils.
