	Welcome and Apologies
GT opened the meeting and gave a reminder that the first part of the May parish Council meeting is the annual parish meeting and open for any residents to attend. GT welcomed all to the meeting including TH who is attending to discuss traffic issues. GT reported apologies from RL and JA. GT also reported the resignation of Cllr Sarah Megginson (SM).

	Traffic Matters
TH raised concerns about traffic and speeding in the village. He has contacted the police and was directed to the parish council.
GT gave an update on actions taken by the parish council over recent years to address the issue. The parish council has worked with the police and PCOs on hand held radar tracking and speed monitoring. The parish council has also pushed for flashing signs and sent the police and East Riding of Yorkshire Council (ERYC) details of traffic data collected by a resident last year together with some recommendations for action. The response was that there is no evidence that the village is at high risk. RL has recently liaised with the police to get a speed monitoring van on the village green. TH has had a police speed monitoring van on his drive and has told them they are welcome to do it regularly.

The parish council had a detailed discussion about the traffic and speeding issues raised and agreed the following actions:

1) Contact new Driffield and Rural Ward Councillors at ERYC to outline concerns and invite them to a parish council meeting to discuss these further.
2) Contact the police / PCO liaison for the area to attend a parish council meeting to discuss concerns; ideally when Ward councillors will also be attending
3) Investigate the powers of the parish council to install flashing signs on private land and to install and manage speed cameras
4) Find out how much it costs the police to patrol this area vs the cost of installing a speed camera
5) Price up costs for flashing signs and ‘speed aware’ village signs
6) Contact ERYC to see if the idea of a mobile flashing sign for villages to share was being progressed
7) Support residents in setting up a ‘traffic working group’
8) Send TH the email responses to traffic matters raised with ERYC last year
9) Contact Seaways Café and Fimber Picnic site to see if speed aware posters can be displayed

It was noted that the parish council has been proactive for many years in dealing with traffic and speeding concerns and will continue to have this as a standard agenda item on parish council meetings.

GT gave a reminder that the first part of parish council meetings included an open forum for residents to attend and raise any matters.

GT thanked TH for attending.
