	Introductions and Chair’s Overview
RL opened the annual meeting of the parish and welcomed all attending. All made introductions.

There were apologies from Councillor Jayne Austin.

RL gave an overview of the meetings and work of the parish council over the last year, which included:
· the annual meeting of the parish and annual parish meeting in May 2021 (held virtually).
· three ordinary parish council meetings and two extra ordinary parish council meetings held face to face in 2021/22.
· 2 streetscene / transport related visits with representatives from East Riding of Yorkshire Council
· A jubilee working group met to plan a jubilee picnic event to be held on 5th June 2022
There have been no changes to the make-up of the parish council and there is one vacancy to be filled by co-option to the parish council. The sad passing of former councillor, John Megginson was noted.

Traffic has been a key priority over the year and the parish council has held several meetings with the police, East Riding of Yorkshire ward councillors and council officers. As a result some headway is being made with the traffic issues raised, however this remains a priority still for the future.

Parking issues on the green have also been considered following concerns raised by residents and the parish council has sought agreement from East Riding of Yorkshire Council that improvements to the hardstanding can be made and is identifying funding for the works.

The parish precept has been held at £1650 since 2018 and the parish council approved an increase to £1850 in 2022 after a lot of discussion to reflect increasing costs, address parking issues and replace the parish noticeboard.

There have been very few planning matters for the parish council to consider.
